BFMC Message

Through the Grace of God and the generosity of our Congregation, the Committee and Ses-
sion have met their goal of presenting a balanced 2010 Operating Budget for approval at the
Annual Meeting on February 21, 2010! Overall, pledged amounts for 2010 have increased
significantly from 2009 and we are grateful for the way the Congregation has stepped up in
response to the financial challenges. Of course, we are not out of the woods as it remains a
difficult economic time and many in our Church family are suffering as a result. It is more
important than ever that each of us do everything possible to fulfill the financial commitments
we have made to NPC. Thanks to everyone for your ongoing dedication to meeting God’s
call through your gifts to NPC.

For the month of January, 2010, we had a small surplus of approximately $2,300.00 in reve-
nues over expenses. However, that was based on several non-recurring items such as pre-
paid pledges and payment of some past rent due by the cell tower lease that provided about
$14,000.00 of income. We will not have that income in the coming months and we will need
to maintain our pledged and non-pledged income at a level sufficient to cover our monthly
expenses. Expenses for the month were at a normal level of about $70,000.00.

The Committee is also pleased to report that in January, 2010, the Session accepted an
offer from the cell tower lease company for a lump-sum payment of $300,000.00 to prepay
rent and extend the term of our cell tower lease. We are finalizing the paperwork for closing
this transaction and expect to receive these funds for NPC within the next month. The Ses-
sion has directed that this money be used only for payment of the NPC mortgage and the

Everyone has a favorite hymn. Mine have
changed through the years, but this one
always remains in the top two. | knew the
music was an Irish melody, but | had never
thought about who wrote it. When | read
that the words have been attributed to St.

Patrick, | thought this article would be a
good addition to the March Newsletter:

With its heartfelt poetry and moving melody,
Be Thou My Vision beautifully expresses the
desires of the Christian heart. Though its
popularity rose only in the past fifty years or
so, the hymn actually has a rich history dat-
ing back to the eighth century.

Between the years of 400 and 700 AD, the
Irish people lived out a passionate faith in
Christ. Ireland took up the missionary en-
deavor with excitement and the country be-
came known for its all-absorbing efforts to
share Christianity throughout the world. Irish
missionaries were found from Scotland to
Switzerland, spreading the Good News
wherever they went.

Some scholars believe that the words to the
hymn are the product of a man known sim-
ply as St. Patrick. Patrick was born in A.D.
373 along the banks of the River Clyde in
what is now called Scotland. When he was
16, he was kidnapped by pirates and taken
as a slave to Ireland. There he gave his life
to Jesus Christ. He eventually escaped, but
he never forgot this experience and when he
was about 30 he returned to his former cap-
tors with only one possession: the Latin Bi-
ble. History tells us that St. Patrick was the
man most responsible for the Good News of
Christ coming to Ireland. As a result of his
preaching, over 200 churches were estab-
lished and 100,000 converts were baptized.

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The Confessional Banners of the Presbyterian Church symbolize nine creeds and confessions from
the early Christian era to the twentieth century. These historic statements of faith represent our Chris-
tian heritage from the Roman Empire to the Reformation, including contemporary reflections of faith
in our own time. The Confessions which these banners represent are part of the Constitution of the
Presbyterian Church (USA.)

The Confession of 1967 - United Presbyterian Church 32.9 Kb. Written during the troubled 1960's
and the civil rights movement in response to civil religion. Its central doctrines include reconciliation
and the equality of all persons. Edward A. Dowey, Jr. headed the committee which composed it.

Inclusive Language Version - This inclusive language text of the Confession of 1967 was prepared
informally by the Reverend Cynthia A. Jarvis (Associate Pastor, Nassau Presbyterian Church, Prince-
ton, NJ) and Professor Freda A. Gardner for use at the October 21-22, 1982, Symposium on "The
Confession of 1967: Contemporary Implication." Subsequently the text was reviewed with Professors
Daniel Migliore and Edward Dowey. Subsequently the text was revised by the Office of Theology and
Worship in 2002. This text is intended for liturgical use, thus the "Preface" is not included.

The purpose of this unofficial revision is solely to alter the male-oriented language that was com-
monly and uncritically accepted in 1967. All departures from the official text which is found in the Con-
stitution of the UPCUSA are indicated, and the original language is quoted in the notes. In addition,
two notes (nos. 2 and 163) include Scripture references for exact quotations from the New Revised
Standard Version. One interesting result of the revision is the frequent change from the third to the
first person -- which many will find more appropriate to the language of confession.

The Blue, The Red and the Gold - Colors of the official seal of the United Presbyterian Church in the

United States of America.

The Golden, Down -reaching Hand (Repeated from the Nicene Banner.) - God, relating to his world.
The Crown (repeated from the Westminster Banner) and the Nail -scarred Hand - The death and

victory of Christ as he reconciles the world.

The Four Hands of Different Colors, the Clasped Hands and the Green Circle - The reconciled world
at the foot of the cross - God's act of reconciliation being the starting point and theme of the Confession of
1967.
