When time has run 

out, we will move on with the 

rest of the service.   

3.You may ask your question that 

morning, or if you would feel more 

comfortable, you may email me 

your question ahead of time. 
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We can’t guarantee we will get 

through every question, nor will we 

claim that we definitively speak 

for God. Your pastors are people 

who have been called by God to 

study, to interpret, and to attempt 

to demonstrate God’s love in this 

world. We are not like the 

Prophets of old, in whose ears, 

God clearly spoke. I have never 

begun a sermon with, Thus says 

the Lord…” 

However, we know that a life 

of faith creates as many ques-

tions as it does answers. Part of 

our job as a community of faith 

is to walk with each other as 

we wrestle with some of those 

questions.

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Songs We Love to Sing   

           As a child, growing up in Newnan Presbyterian Church, The Old Rugged Cross was one of my 

most favorite songs to sing. We could have sung it and Onward Christian Soldiers every single week, 

and I would have never complained.  And, yes, the Tennessee Ernie Ford version was the way I 

wanted to hear it. Those were days before I knew anything about the lectionary and how the pastor 

and music director actually work together so that the sermons, hymns, anthems, etc all work together.    

 Mike, Drew and I were in Milledgeville a couple of weeks ago for our dear friend, Harriett 

Hargrove’s, funeral. I was looking through the Baptist hymnal when I found The Old Rugged Cross.   

I knew it had not been in a Presbyterian hymnal for a long time, so I called Charlie to see if he could 

tell me when it was taken out. Let me tell you, Newnan must have had some really old hymnals, be-

cause any Presbyterian hymnals after 1927 did not have it. Charlie advised that hymnals would have 

both hymns and gospel songs in them, and this would have been considered one of the later.  

I can remember my mother, a wise and learned woman, telling me that, while it was a great song,   

The Old Rugged Cross was not something to be sung every week. She said it had too many “I”s in it. 

She told me it was not a hymn glorifying God, but it was about a personal experience. What I found 

when doing some research confirms what Mama told me, and it would appear that The Old Rugged 

Cross was a “praise song” from the early 1900s.  

  The Old Rugged Cross was written in 1912 by evangelist and song-leader George Bennard 

(1873-1958). George Bennard. After his conversion in a Salvation Army meeting, he and his wife   

became brigade leaders before leaving the organization for the Methodist Church. As a Methodist 

evangelist, Bennard wrote the first verse of the gospel song, The Old Rugged Cross in Albion, Michi-

gan, in the fall of 1912. Charles H. Gabriel, a well-known gospel-song composer helped Bennard with 

the harmonies. The completed version was first performed on June 7th, 1913, by a choir of five, ac-

companied by a guitar in Pokagon, Michigan. Published in 1915, the song was popularized during 

Billy Sunday evangelistic campaigns by two members of his campaign staff, Homer Rodeheaver (who 

bought rights to the song for $500) and Virginia Asher, who were perhaps also the first to record it in 

1921. The Old Rugged Cross speaks of the writer's Christian experience rather than his adoration of 

God.  

 

 The Old Rugged Cross  

On a hill far away stood an old rugged cross, 

The emblem of suffering and shame; 

And I love that old cross where the dearest and best 

For a world of lost sinners was slain. 

Refrain 

So Iôll cherish the old rugged cross, 

Till my trophies at last I lay down; 

I will cling to the old rugged cross,
