WORSHIP - CONNECTIN’ At The KIRKIN’ 2009

NPC will be having its 2009 “Kirkin’ o’ the Tartans” service in our Sanctuary on November 15™. As
in years past, this will be our regularly scheduled 11:15 AM Sunday worship service, with an empha-
sis on our Scottish roots as Presbyterians. Here at Northminster, our Kirkin’ is intended to en-
courage all participants to reflect with thanksgiving on their own family and ethnic heritage,
and to celebrate God’s grace poured out to all generations.

In the past, we have enjoyed a very special and meaningful event that helped to educate us and
to connect us with our heritage, as well as to God, and to each other. This was done by way of not
only the worship service itself, but there has also been a luncheon that followed. Our intention is to

continue to make those same connections this year with possibly a few added ones as well.

You will have the opportunity to connect to your clan, family, and heritage by the wearing of an article
of clothing displaying a tartan of your own choosing, whether it be one with which you have a known
affiliation, one that you wish to honor some person or group by wearing, or one that you might just
like the looks of. Tartan lapel ribbons will also be provided for you should you not have a tartan of
your own to wear.

NOTE: For those of you seeking further information on name and clan affiliations or tartan availability,
there is a wealth of information on the Internet. Our past experience has been that The Scottish Tar-
tans Museum in Franklin, NC, and The Scottish Lion in North Conway, NH, have been very good and
reliable resources. We might also have some information available in the Narthex following some
worship services in September. If all else fails, please feel free to call Jim Lovelace (678-393-8870)
or Mike Page (770-587-3035) who will be happy to assist you as they are able.

There will also be an opportunity for you to connect to your family and God by coming forward and
placing your tartan on the Communion Table as a symbol of your and/or your family’s commitment to
Him. It is recommended that you do this be using a scarf or similar item of your chosen clan’s tartan,
or by using your tartan lapel ribbon.

HELPFUL HINT: If you intend to order any tartan material, you should act NOW as this material is not
mass produced or stockpiled. It is basically “made to order”. Waiting periods of 4 - 6 weeks are not
uncommon and could be as long as 8 - 10 weeks. Of course, some tartan items (such as scarves)
are more readily available and some inventories are kept on hand by certain retailers.

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Liturgical Calendar

God has provided a rhythm of seasons which orders life and influences the church’s worship. (Cf.
W-1.3013) God’s work of redemption in Jesus Christ offers the Church a central pattern for ordering
worship in relationship to significant occasions in the life of Jesus and of the people of God. The
church thus has come to observe the following days and seasons: Advent, Christmas, Epiphany,
Lent, Holy Week, Easter, and the day of Pentecost. The church also observes other days such as
Baptism of the Lord, Transfiguration of the Lord, Trinity Sunday, All Saints Day, and Christ the King.

Ordinary Time is the longest season of the Church year (27-29 Sundays), and it is punctuated with
specific holy days and celebrations. The term “ordinary time” designates the times of the church year
that lie outside of the principal liturgical seasons - the time between Epiphany and Lent, and the time
between Pentecost and Advent. Ordinary Time as a particular season encompasses this latter time.

Ordinary Times does not imply that this time of the year is “ordinary” in the sense of routine or un-
eventful. Although the name “Ordinary Time” is meant to describe the nature of the days from Pente-
cost to Easter, ironically enough, the term fits. If every day were a holiday, then such celebrations -
rather than providing a respite from the regular routine - would themselves become ordinary. Advent
would lose its anticipatory impact if we celebrated it more than once a year. Christmas would become
another “ho, hum” day if we celebrated it every week.

In Christ, however, even the ordinary becomes “extra-ordinary”. God’s extraordinary love in Jesus
Christ makes all things new. There is wonder to be found even in the most ordinary days, simply
because of the marvel of Christ’'s death and resurrection. God is in our midst.

Ordinary time is the season in our life when we stoke the fire to keep it burning, knowing that the
importance of that fire is not just to keep ourselves warm, but also to draw others to the warmth like
moths to a flame.
