I believe we are a warm and invit-

ing congregation. Now, anyone 

can claim that, because itôs pretty 

hard to measure, so let me put it a 

little more concretely. I believe 

that it is very difficult for a visitor 

to get out of the building without 

someone finding out their name.

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More importantly, I believe this 

happens, not because it is some-

oneôs job to find out, but because 

people here are genuinely wel-

coming. 

I believe we do a good job of 

taking care of each other. Last 

September, I sent an email to the 

congregation asking who was 

affected by the flooding and who 

needed help. I was overwhelmed 

with the number of responses I 

received that said something 

like, ñWe are fine, but keep us 

informed. We can pitch in.ò 

I believe we enjoy being around 

each other. I love to see people 

headed out to lunch after wor-

ship, or hear about people spend-

ing time together outside of 

church activities. 

I believe we are a people who 

step up. We have sponsored 

our own Habitat House. We 

had 18 people run a total of 

314.4 miles to raise over 

$10,000 for the Cystic Fibrosis 

Foundation. In a year when 

many congregations cut budg-

ets and staff, we were actually 

able to increase our pledged 

giving in order to present a bal-

anced budget. 

And, I believe all of these 

things present great opportuni-

ties and challenges for us. 

We must never allow ourselves 

to slide into only being warm 

and inviting to those who are 

already connected. We must 

always be on the lookout for 

who might need help, so that 

we might be there ready to act.  

We cannot afford to invite 

Pastorõs Corner - Continued         

someone in only to leave them 

on their own once theyôre 

here. The simple fact is we 

may feel like a small church, 

but we are not a small church.  

Not everyone knows everyone 

else. The ñstrangerò we wel-

come may be the person who 

has sat on the other end of the 

pew from us for months. 

In the coming months, we will 

further explore who God is 

calling us to be. I believe we 

are poised to do some great 

things here, and I am excited 

about what God has laid out 

for us. I look forward to hear-

ing from you as we continue 

on this journey together.

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 How much does the class cost? 

The cost of the program is $100. We recognize thatôs a lot 

of money to charge for a program to help people save 

money. Some help is available. Contact Patrick Day for 

scholarships. 

 

 How often do the classes meet? 

There are 13 class sessions that meet one day per week. We 

will meet Sunday evenings, beginning at 7:00 pm. We will 

not meet on October 31, or November 28. The class will 

conclude on December 19. 

 

 How long is each class session?   

Each session will last between 1 ½ -2 hours, depending on 

discussion time. The sessions are split into two parts. 

Part One presents the video teaching by Dave Ramsey to 

help you learn how to make wise financial decisions based 

on Scripture. 

Part Two of each class session is a small group discussion, 

with the class members sitting in a circle. The design of the 

small discussion groups helps you apply the principles to 

your daily life. The small group members will help hold 

each other accountable and support one another. The dis-

cussion group will help ensure we are working on the be-

havior part. 

 

 Will there be childcare? 

Based on the responses to our previews in the Spring, we 

will not be offering childcare this session. If this is a deal-

breaker for you, please let us know and we will consider 

adding it the next time we offer the program. 

 

 What if Iôm not sure? 

Attend the first session for free on September 12th. If you 

decide this program would be helpful for you, then you 

can register that night.

Business Facilities Management Committee  

 Here is a look at some of the things going on in the life of this Committee. 

A new stove will be installed in the Fellowship Hall kitchen. It will provide two major benefits over 

the one currently there. It will have an electronic start for the pilot, so the pilot will not always be on.  

This will be a savings in our gas bill. Additionally, since the pilot on our existing stove is always 

burning, the stove is always hot. The new stove will be much safer for those working around the 

kitchen. This purchase is paid for through special donations and will not affect our operating budget. 

The Committee continues to investigate solutions for our lighting problems in the sanctuary. Unfortu-

nately, the funds for a complete overhaul are not currently available, but we are looking for ways we 

can make incremental repairs. 

The Committee is also looking at ways to increase security in our building. We have a lot of traffic in 

our building. We have children here during the day and meetings late at night. We are doing every-

thing within our means to make sure that all who enter here feel safe. 

Financially, we have seen what we typically see in the summer months. As people travel, contribu-

tions drop and cash gets tight. We have committed to living within a balanced budget this year.  

However, making pledges is only the first step. We count on people fulfilling those pledges, in order 

for us to live within our means. We are confident that will happen, now that people are back in town 

and gearing up for another fantastic program year.

Here at 

Northminster, our Kirkinô is intended to encour-

age all  participants to reflect with thanksgiving 

on their own family and ethnic heritage, and to 

celebrate Godôs grace poured out to all genera-

tions. 
 

 In the past we have enjoyed a very special and 

meaningful event that helped to educate us and 

to connect us with our heritage, as well as to 

God, and to each other. This was done by way  

of not only the worship service itself, but there 

has also been a luncheon that followed. Our in-

tention is to continue to make those same con-

nections this year with possibly a few added 

ones as well.   
 

You will have the opportunity to connect to  

your clan, family, and heritage by the wearing  

of some article of clothing displaying a tartan         

of your own choosing, whether it be one with 

which you have a known affiliation, one that  

you wish to honor some person or group by 

wearing, or one that you might just like the  

looks of, Tartan lapel ribbons will also be      

provided for you should you not have a tartan   

of your own to wear.

 There will also be an opportunity for you to 

connect to your family and God by coming for-

ward and placing your tartan on the Communion 

Table as a symbol of your and/or your familyôs 

commitment to Him. It is recommended that 

you do this be using a scarf or similar item of 

your chosen clanôs tartan, or by using your tar-

tan lapel ribbon. 
 

HELPFUL HINT: If you intend to order any 

tartan material, you should act NOW, as this 

material is not mass produced and stockpiled,   

it is basically ñmade to orderò. Waiting periods 

of 4 - 6 weeks are not uncommon, and could be 

as long as 8 - 10 weeks. Of course, some tartan 

items (such as scarves) are more readily avail-

able, and some inventories are kept on hand by 

certain retailers. 
 

Another opportunity to connect and participate 

would be to carry a clan banner during the ser-

vice. There are two available options for you to 

participate in this way: 1) If you have an affilia-

tion to any of these clans - Fraser, Leslie, Keith, 

Buchanan, Davidson, Brown, Stewart, Wallace, 

Campbell, MacDonald, Montgomery, Georgia, 

Gunn - or would simply like to carry one of 

these banners that are currently on hand;           

2) Should you have your own clan banner that   

you would like to carry, or if you would like   

information about making and carrying banners 

similar to those previously mentioned. Please 

contact Rob (or Mike) for more information.     
 

You might also be able to assist in some other 

manner, such as setting up the banners and 

stands before the service, handing out the tartan 

ribbons, or in some other way that you might 

suggest.

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The Lucky Ones  

How many times has someone looked at you and asked ñDo you know how lucky you are?ò Well, I 

am asking you that question right now.  

 

Sometime over the summer, a collection plate went missing. As Chair of the Worship Committee, all 

I could think about was how much it was going to cost to replace it, etc, etc, etc. At our last session 

meeting Patrick suggested giving the Presbytery a call. Unfortunately with the recent occurrences of 

church closings, there might be someway we could get a free replacement.   

 

I made the call and was put in touch with a woman from Midway Presbyterian Church in Decatur.   

She told me they had 4 collection plates. We agreed to meet so I could pick them up. She then told 

me, ñDo not get out of your car unless you see me in my car in the parking lot.ò Now I began to 

wonder just where I was going.  

 

I arrived at the church about 5 or 10 minutes early. The neighborhood, while not posh, did not appear 

scary. Midway is a very traditional little red brick church with a white steeple and its own cemetery. 

I have always been fascinated by churchyard cemeteries. After about 15 or 20 minutes, I was getting 

antsy, so against orders, I got out and started reading headstones. What hit me was that there were 

graves going back to the late 1800ôs. It made me sad to think what the congregation had to struggle 

with when deciding to dissolve their church.  

 

I waited for an hour, but the lady never appeared. Since I had to get to another meeting, I had to 

leave. Since then, I really have not been able to stop thinking about Midway. I did a bit of research 

on net, but not much was to be found, other than they had ñbeen in businessô for 134 years.   

 

The following is from the minutes of the July Presbytery meeting. Read this and just think how 

lucky we are to be a thriving, healthy, caring group of people that we call Northminster ï the proud 

owners of a new collection plate.  

 

CELEBRATION OF MIDWAY CHURCH  

MIDWAY PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH  

RESOLUTION  
  
WHEREAS, on May 17, 1874 a new Sunday School was established as a mission of Wesley Chapel 

Methodist Church, Indian Creek Baptist Church, and Decatur Presbyterian Church, meeting under a

WHEREAS, on July 29, 1876 the Atlanta Presbytery established the Midway Presbyterian Church, 

with Donald Frazer as its organizing pastor; and,  
 
WHEREAS, Midway Presbyterian Church was in its early decades a ñteaching congregationò, due 

to its location in rural dairy country and its close proximity to Columbia Seminary, staffed by a se-

ries of student pastors; and,  
 
WHEREAS, the strong evangelical leadership of full-time pastor Wade Bell, along with the influx 

of families into the neighborhood contributed to growth of membership to over 400 members in the 

1960's and 1970's; and,  
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WHEREAS, Midway Church, during the 1950's -1970's was alive with youth groups, picnics on the 

grounds, Women's Circles, Men of the Church, many Sunday School classes, Bible Studies, church 

suppers, Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts, and a Kindergarten, among many other Christian works; and,   
 
WHEREAS, Midway has through the years participated faithfully in feeding the homeless at the 

Georgia Avenue Mission and generously supported Decatur Cooperative Ministries, Initiative for Af-

fordable Housing, Our House pre-school serving homeless families, P.A.T.H., Thornwell Children's 

Home, Helping Hands meal program at Philips Towers, missionaries Rex and Jean Lieffers with Wy-

cliffe Bible Translators, and PCUSA missionaries Brice and Sungmin Rogers in Upper Egypt; and,  
 
WHEREAS, in recent years Midway has been known for being the congregation with the highest per-

member giving to the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta; and,  
 
WHEREAS, the Rev. William W. Satterwhite was a child of Midway Church, growing up there, 

making his first confession of faith there, and receiving his call to the ministry there; and, whereas, he 

was a friend to Midway and lovingly served as their interim pastor, after having served in many suc-

cessful ministries throughout the Presbytery of Greater Atlanta; and,   
 
WHEREAS, throughout the years God sent many gifted pastors who faithfully led and served Mid-

way Church including Charles Sheldon, Monty Nelson, Woody McKay, Cecil Murphey, Ron Hieber, 

Thomas Livengood (who was ordained to the Ministry of Word and Sacrament at Midway), and fi-

nally Joy Fisher; and,  
 
WHEREAS, under the leadership of Pastor Fisher, Midway supported and embraced the Shalom In-

ternational Ministries, a new immigrant fellowship serving the refugees in Clarkston, GA; and,  
 
WHEREAS, in recent years, faced with declining membership, health, and financial resources, the 

members of Midway, after months of prayer and discernment, have courageously voted to dissolve the 

Midway Presbyterian Church as of May 31, 2010, in order to allow the resources of the congregation 

to be used more effectively in pursuit of God's Kingdom in south DeKalb County and in metro At-

lanta; and,  
 
WHEREAS, the members of Midway Presbyterian Church do trust in the eternal God who makes all 

things new, and in his everlasting promise that those who die to themselves will receive new life, and 

in God's promise that he will never leave us nor forsake us;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THIS DAY , July 22, 2010, that the Presbytery of 

Greater Atlanta give thanks and praise to God for all the blessings of 134+ years of Midway Presbyte-

rian Church. Glory to God.
