Operating revenues for the month of October was at 78% of budget (94% YTD) primarily due to low 
pledged giving, which was close to a low for the year. Designated revenues were negative due to a 
transfer of funds from a M.O.E. account to the Habitat fund.  
 
Expenses for the month exceeded budget by $3,000 due largely to a budgeting issue in the timing of  
a quarterly insurance premium payment. For the year expenses are at 100.46% of budget. 
 
The Committee would like everyone to prayerfully consider their commitment for 2010.  Pledge com-
mitments allow us to plan our programming, missions and giving for the year. The more certain we 
can know our revenues, the better we can plan expenses for the year. If our revenues are less certain 
and given that no reserves exist, then spending commitments in 2010 will need to be very conserva-
tive.   
 
The Committee also appreciates all our members and guests who continue to support the church and 
its missions through pledges and offerings. If you have any questions, please feel free to contact any 
member of the Committee, Session or Staff.
